1. 2015-2016 Internship program 

We partnered with the LAYC/MARYLAND MULTICULTURAL YOUTH CENTER for the SUMMER YOUTH CONNECT INTERNSHIP PROGRAM 2015.  
The program has been designed to provide local youths with work experiences that allow them to develop skills that are transferable to various work opportunities. We were selected to provide interns with office-setting and broadcast communication skills. The MMYC was in charge of interviewing and matching the interns to our worksite. The placement was done in regards to equal opportunities among all applicants, with the only requirement of being bilingual English & Spanish.
We provided internship training for 1 male student during the period of June 29th to August 7th, 2015 with a minimum of 20 hours weekly.

The hand-on training included various skill sets & duties in media, office, management, and broadcasting such production, board operation, sound editing, announcing, on-air and events appearances, public affairs and public file, on-air guest information intakes, receptionist and clerical work, etc.  

The staff spent approximately 3 hours daily (15 hours a week Monday to Friday) with the intern to prepare him in the administrative and management field as well as in the field of broadcasting communications.
The overall program was a success and the LAYC/MMYC awarded a special recognition to Radio America.
